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Abstract. The article analyzes the modern English-language historiography
of the policy of the Communist International regarding the Latin American
region. The choice of the English-speaking countries is due to the fact that
a significant number of studies on the tactics of the Comintern in relation to
Latin America and the activities of its sections have been published there.
Historians are mainly interested in what influence the Comintern exerted on
the tactics of the Latin American Communist Parties and what the nature of
that influence was. The novelty of the study lies in the fact that, despite the
relevance of studying the policies of the Third International, there have never
been any publications to analyze the views of contemporary foreign historians
on the activities of that international organization in Latin America. It is stated
that the traditionalist approach to the analysis of the activities of the Comin-
tern, which took shape before and during the Cold War, is still significantly
represented in English-language historiography. However, with the new ap-
proach (the “revisionist” one) finally gaining ground, it contributed to a certain
revision of the existing trends: the article contains the assessments of both the
negative and the positive influence of the Comintern on the separately taken
Communist parties, on the political situation in a country or region.
