Introduction

Background. Russia recognized Brazil as independent in 1827, and
the two countries established diplomatic relations the following year.
According to Paulo Vizentini, relations between the two empires were
based above all on the dynastic dimension, given the low value of trade
and mutual strategic interests [ Zhebit 2009, pp. 68—69].
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Relations between Brazil’s First Republic and the Russian Empire
were preceded by remarkable events, such as Baron de Langsdorff’s
scientific expedition to Brazil in the 1820s, which covered more than
16 000 kilometers in the Brazilian interior and collected thousands of
specimens of tropical fauna

The attempts by the Russian representative in Brazil, Franz Borel,
to deepen bilateral trade served as inspiration for the signing of the
1847 agreement on customs franchises, which established reciprocal
tariffs and remained in force until 1896 [Zhebit 2009, pp. 37—38].

Pedro ITs trip to Russia in 1876 was the first visit by a Brazilian
head of state to the country and represented an important moment for
the rapprochement between the House of Romanov and the House of
Orléans and Braganca and for increasing mutual knowledge between
the two societies.

Finally, Brazil’s participation in the St. Petersburg International
Exhibition (1884), which was attended by the future Baron of Rio
Branco, was fundamental in spreading the consumption of coffee in
Russia and increasing the interest of Russian society in Brazil®.

Methodology

The article was based on primary sources, such as the diplomatic
archive of the recognition of the Republic and the annual reports of the
Brazilian Ministry of External Relations, which were fundamental to
the study of issues such as Russian recognition of the Brazilian Repub-
lic and the Brazilian-Russian convergence at the Second Hague Peace
Conference (1907).

Although the bibliography on the subject is scarce, it was useful
in preparing the sections on trade and immigration, in particular the
works by Komissarov* and Zhebit [Zhebit 2009].

The research problem was to analyze the extent to which the ideo-
logical factor, expressed in elements such as dynastic solidarity between
the House of Romanov and the deposed House of Orléans and Braganga

and the opposition between the republican and monarchical concep-
tions of government, represented a conditioning factor for the course of
bilateral relations in the period.
Thus, the objectives of this work are:
a) to carry out a systematic factual reconstruction of Brazilian-
Russian relations between 1889 and 1917;
b) to analyze the impact of the ideological factor on bilateral inter-
actions; and
¢) to establish a global understanding of the elements that condi-
tioned the relationship between the First Brazilian Republic and
the Russian Empire.

Literature review. The literature on the subject is scarce. Flavio
Castro [Castro 1993, pp. 111-112] refers to the “hibernal relationship”
between Brazil and Russia in the period between 1892 and 1917, due to
the lack of any relevant facts in bilateral relations.

Boris Komissarov, one of the leading experts on Russian-Brazilian
relations during the 19th century, characterizes the interactions be-
tween Rio de Janeiro and St. Petersburg as “cold” until 1893 [Zhebit
2009, p. 14], perhaps due to the Russian delay in recognizing the repub-
lican regime in Brazil.

Komissarov® also points out that the fact that Brazil and Russia
belong to different systems of states — Brazil, to the inter-American sys-
tem; Russia, between Europe and Asia — has caused the two countries to
move in different orbits, hindering the deepening of bilateral relations.

However, other authors with recognized works on the study of
Brazilian-Russian relations, such as Lytton Guimardes [Guimaraes
2000] and Graciela Zubelzu de Bacigalupo [Bacigalupo 2000], don’t
even address the interactions between the First Brazilian Republic and
the Russian Empire in the part of their work dedicated to the history
of bilateral relations. Barbara Jelavich [Jelavich 1974], author of one of
the most highly regarded manuals on the history of the Russian Em-
pire’s foreign policy, doesn’t even mention Brazil or Latin America in
her work.

Russia’s recognition of the republic (1889—1892)

The Proclamation of the Republic and unofficial relations (1889). On
November 18, 1889, three days after the Proclamation of the Republic,
Brazilian Chancellor Quintino Bocaitiva sent a communication to the

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Russian Legation in Rio de Janeiro, informing them of the recent politi-
cal change in Brazil and the establishment of a Provisional Government
in the country®.

At the beginning of December, the Chargé d’Affaires of the Russian
Legation in Brazil, P. Bogdanov, acknowledged receipt of the commu-
nication addressed to him by Quintino Bocaitiva; in the same period,
Bocaitdva sent correspondence to the head of the Brazilian Legation in
Russia, A.S. Teixeira de Macedo, informing him that Bogdanov was au-
thorized by the Russian government to unofficially continue relations
with Brazil’.

At the beginning of December 1889, Teixeira de Macedo delivered
to the Russian Under-Secretary for Foreign Affairs (in the absence of
Chancellor Nikolai Girs) a note sent by Chancellor Bocaitva to the
Russian government. In an audience with Chancellor Girs, Teixeira
de Macedo was informed of the Russian government’s willingness to
maintain unofficial relations with Brazil®.

Russian resistance to recognizing the Republic (1889—-1890). In a
communication dated December 21, 1889, Teixeira de Macedo reported
on the response he had received from Minister Girs, after his audience
with the Tsar. Girs revealed that he would leave the Brazilian note re-
questing recognition of government unanswered until he observed the
conduct of other governments, and that Russia would certainly not be
one of the first states to recognize the new order of things in Brazil®.

On that occasion, Girs revealed to Teixeira de Macedo that:

..my <Teixeira de Macedo’s> presence here would soon embarrass
the government, as the summons to the reception [held on January 1%, at
which the embassies and legations of friendly countries present themselves
to the Tsar] is an annual confirmation of the good understanding that ex-
ists between the countries that cultivate friendly relations with Russia'’.

The imbroglio involved St. Petersburg considering that inviting the
Brazilian representative to the reception would imply formal recogni-
tion of the new Brazilian government. Teixeira de Macedo summed up
what was at stake:

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To exclude Brazil from this ceremony is not to consider it among the
nations that are friends of Russia; to invite its unofficial representative is
to treat it in its official capacity, which implies the formal recognition of its
government!!,

Faced with this impasse, Teixeira de Macedo asked Bocaitiva to
remove him or authorize his absence from the post, as “...the solution
that would best undo what should not be made apparent, the exclusion
of my country from among the number of recognized states”'2.

In a communication dated January 11, 1890, Teixeira de Macedo
reported that his illness was convenient and served as a justification
for the letter he wrote to Chancellor Girs, asking him to apologize to
the Tsar for not being able to attend the ceremony on January 1%, 1890.
Thanks to this maneuver, which covered up the real reason for Brazil’s
absence from the ceremony, “...the respective official sensitivities will be
saved for the time being”®®.

In this correspondence, an analysis of what was behind Russia’s
non-recognition of the new Brazilian government emerged for the first
time. In the words of Teixeira de Macedo:

The government of the Republic must realize that Russia’s sympathy
Jor Brazil was based solely on our old monarchical institutions, which it
believed to be as solid as its own. Once these have disappeared, we have
entered, for the Tsar, the list of nations whose friendship is based not
on peace but on armistice, with mutual relations replacing sympathy
with more or less apparent disdain, depending on the interests at stake
(emphasis added) .

In correspondence dated January 27, 1890, Teixeira de Macedo
reported that, for reasons of political expediency — that is, the need
to maintain appearances to cover up Russia’s non-recognition of the
new Brazilian government — he had been forced to prolong his illness
as a justification for not attending the great religious festival of the
blessing of the waters (held on January 6) and the great ball at the
Court (held on January 14). Macedo insisted on the inconvenience of
prolonging his position, asking the Ministry to grant him leave due to

ill health!s:

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In these circumstances, however, since we have no major interests
here, why maintain an idle and currently embarrassing Legation? For my
part, every day it becomes more urgent to leave this climate that is eating
away at my health and sapping my strength?®,

On January 30, 1890, the Viscount of Cabo Frio, in his capacity as
Acting Minister of Foreign Affairs — since Quintino Bocaiiva was on
a special mission to the River Plate to negotiate the Treaty of Monte-
video on the Question of Palmas — responded to Teixeira de Macedo’s
request. Cabo Frio believed that the explanation given by the repre-
sentative of the Brazilian Legation in Russia would not be enough to
persuade Chancellor Bocaidva to change what he had decided, i. e.
that Macedo should remain in Russia, continuing relations unofficially.
Cabo Frio stated that he did not consider himself authorized to decide
otherwise!”.

In a letter dated August 12, 1890, Teixeira de Macedo — who was
already in Brazil — explained the acts of courtesy (mainly farewell
visits) that he had to perform as a result of his departure from Russia.
Two days after requesting an audience with the Tsar from Chancellor
Girs, Teixeira de Macedo met the Russian Emperor at the Gatchina
residence, with all the pomp of Russian ceremonial. The Brazilian rep-
resentative was questioned extensively by Alexander ITT about Brazil’s
internal situation and noted “...in all the language and assessments of
H.M. <the Tsar> a choice of attentive expressions that could never
hurt either the present or the past political situation of our country”s.

In the same letter, Teixeira de Macedo reported that he had also
paid farewell visits to other members of the Russian imperial family, the
diplomatic corps accredited in St. Petersburg and the country’s official
high society".

Two days after the audience with the Tsar, Teixeira de Macedo
received from Chancellor Girs the insignia of the Grand Cross First
Class of the Order of St. Stanislaus, a commendation that the Tsar used
to give to foreign representatives who distinguished themselves in the
fulfillment of their missions®.

Russia’s recognition of the Republic (1892). Almost two years after
Teixeira de Macedo left Russia, Serzedello Corréa, the new Brazilian

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Chancellor, in a letter dated April 22, 1892, reported to Chancellor
Girs on recent events in Brazil, namely the promulgation of the 1891
Constitution, the election of the President and Vice-President of the
Republic, the resignation of Marshal Deodoro da Fonseca and the in-
auguration of Marshal Floriano Peixoto as President of the Republic?!.

In the same correspondence, Corréa informed his Russian counter-
part that President Floriano had chosen Francisco Regis de Oliveira as
Brazil's Envoy Extraordinary and Minister Plenipotentiary in Russia;
Corréa asked Girs that the Tsar accept this choice and thereby recog-
nize the new Brazilian government?®.

In correspondence dated June 7, 1892, Girs informed Serzedello
Corréa that the Tsar had agreed to the appointment of Francisco Regis
de Oliveira to the post of Envoy Extraordinary and Minister Plenipo-
tentiary of Brazil in Russia?. This is considered to be the milestone in
the Russian Empire’s recognition of the government of the Republic of
the United States of Brazil.

In a letter dated August 8, 1892, Francisco Regis de Oliveira,
the new head of the Brazilian Legation in Russia, informed Chancel-
lor Custédio de Mello about the meeting to hand over credentials to
the Tsar, held on August 7 at Peterhof Palace. According to Oliveira,
“<t>he Emperor’s haste in receiving me three days after I had asked
him for an audience shows the pleasure with which he saw the resump-
tion of official relations between Brazil and Russia”.

At the meeting with the Tsar, the Brazilian representative expressed
“...his satisfaction at seeing the resumption of relations between Brazil
and Russia, which had been temporarily interrupted by the peaceful
change of our institutions”. The Tsar said that “he was surprised that
our <Brazilian> government had not given him the opportunity to
recognize it earlier” and replied to Regis de Oliveira “..with great af-
fability, returning the same expressions and telling me that the delay in
recognizing the Republic was not due to him, since he had only recently
received official notification of its legal institution”?.

This revelation by Alexander ITI gives rise to tentative explanations
for Russia’s late recognition of the republican regime in Brazil. Although
the ideological factor had an influence on St. Petersburg’s resistance to
recognizing the new Brazilian government in the months immediately
following the Proclamation of the Republic, as is attested to in Teixeira

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de Macedo’s correspondence to Itamaraty of January 11, 1890, other
factors had an influence on Russian non-recognition over time.

It is possible that the Russians waited for the death of Pedro IT in
1891 and the exhaustion of any possibility of monarchical restoration
before recognizing the Republic [Zhebit, 2009, p. 38]. Brazil’s delay in
appointing a successor to Teixeira de Macedo, who left Russia in mid-
1890, may have meant one less incentive for the Russian government to
recognize the Republic.

Finally, the Tsar’s argument that it had only recently received of-
ficial notification of the “legal institution” of the republican regime
provides evidence that the Russian government was awaiting the
constitutionalization of the Provisional Government — described in
Serzedello Corréa’s letter to De Geers, dated 22 April 1892 — before
recognizing it. Consequently, this indicates the possibility that the
Russian government ignored the communication of November 18,
1889 from Quintino Bocaitva to the Russian Legation in Rio de Ja-
neiro, informing of the Proclamation of the Republic, as the manifes-
tation of a legitimate government, which can be attributed to the Rus-
sian emphasis on the legitimacy of dynastic houses and the political
instability and succession of military coups that characterized Latin
America at that time.

In the same correspondence of August 8, 1892, Regis de Oliveira
highlighted the Tsar’s courtesy in not once mentioning Brazil’s former
monarchical regime, nor the circumstances that led to the Proclamation
of the Republic. The Tsar ended the meeting “...by wishing Brazil to
continue in peace and tranquillity so that it can continue its progressive
march”?,

The appointment of the Russian representative in Brazil (1892—1893).
Once the Republic was recognized by Russia and contact was estab-
lished between Regis de Oliveira and the Tsar, the question of the ap-
pointment of the Russian representative in Brazil remained unresolved.
On August 6, 1892, P. Bodganov sent a note to the Brazilian Chancel-
lor, Custddio de Mello, informing him of his return to Rio de Janeiro
and his resumption of his duties as Russian Chargé d’Affaires in Brazil?".

It remained to be seen, however, who Russia would appoint as its
permanent representative as Minister to Brazil. In correspondence dat-
ed September 5, 1892, Francisco Regis de Oliveira reported to Chancel-
lor Custodio de Mello that, in a conference with Mr. Chichkin (deputy
to the Russian Foreign Minister), the holder of the post in Brazil was

Alexander Tonin, who, being on regular leave for health reasons, could
only return to Brazil after January 1893%,

Chichkin added that Russia regretted not being able to reciprocate
Brazil’s courtesy by sending its representative at the same time as Brazil
had sent its own to Russia, which was due to the impossibility of fulfill-
ing this duty of reciprocity before Tonin’s return. Chichkin confirmed
the appointment of Bodganov, secretary of the Legation, as Russia’s
Chargé d’Affaires to Brazil®.

Trade

Main products exported. Brazil predominantly exported coffee to
Russia®, thanks to the popularity of the rubiaceae on the Russian mar-
ket after the St. Petersburg International Exhibition (1884), in which
the future Baron of Rio Branco played a leading role®'.

Obstacles

The tepid bilateral trade was hampered by the absence of a mer-
chant navy in both countries, which meant that trade had to be carried
out by chartering vessels from British and Dutch companies®.

In addition to the geographical distance, another difficulty was
Brazil’s economic dependence on the United Kingdom, which was not
interested in establishing direct trade relations between Rio de Janeiro
and St. Petersburg®.

Attempts to increase trade. The beginning of Brazilian-Russian trade
relations in the context of the First Republic was marked by gestures
by Russian Finance Minister Ivan Vyshnegradsky to increase trade
relations — with the aim of guaranteeing most-favored-nation rights for
Russian exports to Brazil — and consular relations in 1891 and 1892
[Zhebit 2009, p. 14,

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In 1896, the Brazilian government established a new customs policy
and denounced the agreement on customs franchises in bilateral trade
with Russia, which had been signed in 1847 [Zhebit 2009, pp. 37-38].

Vyshnegradsky’s efforts in the early 1890s to increase trade and
consular relations between Russia and Brazil were followed by unsuc-
cessful attempts by Sergei Vitte, the Russian Finance Minister, in 1901
to negotiate a trade agreement with Brazil [Zhebit 2009, p. 14]%.

In 1909, the Brazilian Chancellor Barao do Rio Branco proposed to
the Russian representative in Brazil, Piotr Maksimov, that a bilateral
trade agreement and a bilateral economic cooperation agreement be
signed [Zhebit 2009, p. 44].

The period between 1910 and 1916 was marked by the efforts of
the Russian envoy to Brazil, Piotr Maksimov, to expand bilateral trade
relations. According to Boris Komissarov, these efforts were inspired by
the work of Franz Borel, the first Russian representative to independent
Brazil, who tried to sign bilateral trade agreements that would establish
direct trade between the two countries, eliminating intermediaries
[Zhebit 2009, p. 14].

In February 1911, the Russian Council of Ministers approved a
report drawn up by Maksimov highlighting the political importance of
Russia’s rapprochement with the countries of South America. The report
proposed the following measures for deepening bilateral trade relations:

a) the organization of direct shipping lines between the two coun-

tries;

b) sending experts to South America in the fields of trade and in-

dustry;

¢) the establishment of new consulates [ Zhebit 2009, p. 14]%.

There was a significant expansion of the consular network in both
countries in the first two decades of the 20th century. Brazil set up
consulates in Warsaw (1914), Abo, Libava, Nikolaev and Rostov-on-
the-Don, while Russia opened representations in Sao Paulo and Belo
Horizonte, in order to cater for the growing Russian immigration to
Brazil [Zhebit 2009, p. 40]%".

In 1916 Alexander Scherbatsky, the Russian representative in
Brazil, sent correspondence to the Russian Ministry of Foreign Affairs,
informing them of the need to establish direct maritime communica-

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tion between Russia and Brazil, to open branches of Russian banks and
notaries for commerce in the country, to deepen assistance to Russian
immigrants and to organize industrial and agricultural exhibitions in
Brazil [ Zhebit 2009, p. 40].

The direct shipping line issue. An attempt to establish a direct ship-
ping line between the two countries was made in 1912, which was
justified by the increase in the flow of Russian migrants to Brazil — the
opening of a direct shipping line between Rio de Janeiro and Odessa
was considered [ Zhebit, 2009, p. 40].

Political relations

Early years (1892—1898). First of all, it should be noted that Brazil
was the only Latin American country with which Russia maintained
regular diplomatic relations until the beginning of the 20" century
[Zhebit, 2009, pp. 68—69]. Indeed, Boris Komissarov points out that
Russian contacts with Latin America were made through Rio de Janei-
ro, since the Russian Legation in the Brazilian capital was cumulative
in neighboring countries: Argentina (1885), Uruguay (1887), Paraguay
(1908) and Chile (1911)%.

After the recognition of the Brazilian Republic by the Russian Em-
pire (1892), bilateral relations went through a period of improvement,
as evidenced by a statement made by Brazilian President Prudente de
Morais in 1895, regarding the benefits Brazil had contracted due to
“...Russia’s policy of extreme caution and non-intervention”. This state-
ment referred to the fact that Saint Petersburg had not sent any of its
navy ships to Rio de Janeiro during the revolts that destabilized the
first years of the Republic, unlike other powers [Zhebit 2009, p. 38].

The case of the Russian ship Hera, which, on October 31, 1893, suf-
fered damage when it was near Guanabara Bay, caused by the Brazilian
cruiser Iris, inspired a Russian complaint to the Brazilian government.
The damage, valued at 5,150$000, was compensated to Russia in the
two-year period 1894—1895%.

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Maintenance problems at the Brazilian Legation in St. Petersburg
(1897-1898). The two-year period 1897—1898 was marked by prob-
lems with the financial maintenance of the Brazilian Legation in St. Pe-
tersburg. This was due to the fact that the National Congress had not
voted on a law providing a budget for the maintenance of the Legation
in Russia, which led to the withdrawal of Brazilian diplomatic staff from
the Russian capital®.

As a palliative measure to prevent the interruption of Brazilian
representation to the Russian government, Itamaraty appointed José
Augusto Ferreira da Costa, Minister Plenipotentiary to the Holy See,
as Brazil’s cumulative representative in Russia!.

In 1898, Congress passed a law providing a budget for the Legation
in St. Petersburg. As a result, Henrique Carlos Ribeiro Lisboa was ap-
pointed Envoy Extraordinary and Minister Plenipotentiary to Russia,
replacing Ferreira da Costa®.

Russian invitation to the First Hague Peace Conference (1889). In
1898, the Brazilian Legation in St. Petersburg received a circular from
the Russian Ministry of Foreign Affairs, dated August 12, 1898, inviting
the Brazilian government to take part in the First Hague Peace Confer-
ence (1899), convened under the auspices of Tsar Nicholas T1%.

The aim of the Conference was to “...seek ways to put an end to the
progressive development of current armaments and thus ensure a gen-
eral and lasting peace”, in a context of heightened imperialist tensions
between the powers of Europe.

Brazil responded to the Russian circular in a note dated January 27,
1899, stating that it would not send representatives to the Conference,
but would support the resolutions adopted by the delegates®. The Bra-

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zilian justification was that there was a significant difference in the level
of development between the armaments of the great powers of Europe
and the armaments that Brazil possessed, as evidenced in the Annual
Report of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs for 1899:

The subject of the Conference is of interest to all nations, but par-
ticularly to those of Europe and there to the great powers that have most
developed their armaments. Brazil’s armaments are very modest and well
below its needs. It [Brazil] could not therefore make the commitment not
to increase them and would soon cease to be able to influence with its vote
in deliberations that are certainly humanitarian, but are preferably pro-
voked by the immediate conveniences of the politics of the Old World®.

In addition to the argument regarding the asymmetry between the
armaments of the European powers and those of Brazil, Brazil’s refusal
to take part in the Conference was due to the adverse macroeconomic
situation that Brazil was going through at the turn of the 19* to the
20t century, due to the deleterious consequences of the encilhamento
policy of the early 1890s. In 1898, Brazil had signed the first funding
loan (consolidation loan) with the creditor banks, which provided for
a monetary stabilization policy characterized by severe cuts in govern-
ment spending [ Franco 1990, pp. 26—28]. In this way, non-participation
in the 1899 Hague Conference should also be understood as an effort by
the Brazilian government to contain spending.

Second Hague Peace Conference (1907). The Second Hague Peace
Conference (1907), however, was marked by a convergence of positions
between Brazil and Russia. The Baron of Rio Branco had instructed Rui
Barbosa, the Brazilian delegate to The Hague, to support the Russian
position on the stationing in neutral waters of the ships of the countries
participating in the war. Russian delegate Alexander Nelidov, for his
part, supported the Brazilian thesis of the sovereign equality of states.
Russia was the only European country to support Brazil’s position in
The Hague, which is due, to a certain extent, to the weakening of the
Russian position as a result of the military defeat suffered by the coun-
try in the Russo-Japanese War (1904—1905) [Zhebit 2009, pp. 43—44].

The Brazilian-Russian convergence in The Hague made a positive
impression on both countries’ authorities. Russian Chancellor Ale-

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xander Izvolsky said that Rio Branco “has always been sincerely and
efficiently in favor of Russia”. The Brazilian Chancellor, for his part,
personally thanked Russia for its support for Brazil’s positions at the
Conference. In recognition of Brazil’s constructive activity at the Con-
ference, Baron Rio Branco was awarded the Grand Cross of the White
Eagle by the Russian government [Zhebit 2009, pp. 43—44].

Arbitration Convention (1910). Mavrikiy Prosor, Russia’s Minister
Plenipotentiary in Rio de Janeiro, sent Russian Chancellor Izvolsky a
Brazilian proposal, drawn up by the Baron of Rio Branco, regarding
the conclusion of an Arbitration Convention between Brazil and Russia
(Zhebit 2009, p. 44).

The Convention was signed in August 1910, ratified by both coun-
tries in 1911 and promulgated by the Brazilian government through
Decree No. 9.586 on May 22, 19124, This Convention can be considered
a result of the process of political convergence between Rio de Janeiro
and St. Peterburg that began at the Second Hague Peace Conference.

Death of Piotr Maksimoov (1915). Indicative of the Brazilian-Russian
political rapprochement was the fact that in 1915 the death of Piotr
Maksimov, Russia’s Envoy Extraordinary and Minister Plenipoten-
tiary in Brazil since May 1910, was mentioned in the “Death of Notable
Persons” section of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs’ Annual Report for
1915—-1916.

The report describes the tributes paid by the Brazilian government
to Maksimov: “<t>he illustrious extinct <Piotr Maksimov> was given
the military honors that were his due <in Petropolis>, and our Minister
in Petrograd, according to instructions from the Brazilian Chancellery,
presented wishes of condolence to the Government of Russia”®.

World War I (1914—1918). World War I (1914—-1918) was a mile-
stone in bilateral relations. Firstly, the outbreak of the conflict led to
relations being reduced to the purely diplomatic sphere, due to attacks
by German submarines on merchant vessels in the Atlantic Ocean.

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The German occupation of parts of Russian territory during the war
brought restrictions on Brazilian diplomatic representation in Russia.
In 1915, the German government’s requirement regarding the exequa-
tur of foreign consuls was extended to consuls established in Russian
territories occupied by the German Army, which was communicated to
the Brazilian government by means of the following telegram from the
Brazilian Legation in Berlin, dated October 14, 1915%:

Transmets: 188. Octobre 14. Ministre communique nos consuls Russie
territoire occupé mémes conditions France — Belgique. Sign: Teffé. Amaral,
Minister. Brésil®.

The progressive increase in tensions between Brazil and Germany,
resulting from the torpedoing of Brazilian vessels by German subma-
rines, led to closer political ties with Russia. On June 2, 1917, Brazil
issued a circular note to foreign governments regarding the revocation
of the country’s neutrality in favor of the United States; this note was
answered by the Russian government, directly to the Brazilian Lega-
tion accredited in Petrograd, on June 11 of the same year®.

The passage of the bill to revoke Brazil’s neutrality, which was
reported in letters to the Russian government, received praise from
Russian Foreign Minister Mikhail Tereshchenko. The news of Brazil’s
declaration of war on Germany, however, received no Russian response,
since it coincided with the Bolshevik seizure of power in November
1917 [Bandeira 2004, pp. 428—429].

Cultural and scientific exchange

Relations between Brazil and Russia have also been marked by occa-
sional cultural and scientific exchange initiatives, through the exchange

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of books between institutions in both countries and the organization of
scientific expeditions.

Publications were exchanged between the National Museum of Séo
Paulo and the Naturalist Society of Saint Petersburg and between the
National Library of Rio de Janeiro and the library of the University of
Moscow and the public libraries of Saint Petersburg and Odessa (Vol-
skii 1970, p. 14].

A Russian scientific expedition to Brazil in 1914-1915 included the
Russian ethnolinguist Heinrich Manizer, who carried out significant stud-
ies on the language of the Botocudo Indians [ Zhebit 2009, pp. 14—15].

Although it pales in comparison to the great scientific expedition
led by Baron de Langsdorft to Brazil in the 1820s, the cultural and
scientific exchange between Brazil and Russia in the period between
1889 and 1917 represented the desire of both societies to deepen their
knowledge of each other.

Immigration

Introduction. The period between 1889 and 1917 was marked by
significant immigration of Russians and other ethnic groups from the
Russian Empire (Poles, Ukrainians, Belarusians, Lithuanians and
Armenians) to Brazil, motivated, among other factors, by the socio-
political upheavals in Russia — such as the First World War and the
two Revolutions of 1917 [Clissold 1970, p. 2].

First wave (1906—1917). The immigration of Russians to Brazil is
divided into “waves”. The first wave, which covered the period between
the arrival of the first immigrants in the country (1906) and the two
Russian Revolutions of 1917, was motivated by predominantly reli-
gious reasons [ Zhebit 2009, pp. 196, 204].

The majority of Russians belonging to this first wave were known
as starovery (believers in the old creed), a group that was unhappy with
the liturgical reforms promoted by the Russian Orthodox Church.
Thus, the establishment of the Russian Orthodox Church in Brazil was
concomitant with the arrival of the first Russian immigrants [Zhebit
2009, pp. 196, 204].

As most of these immigrants were peasants — coming from all re-
gions of the Empire and with extensive experience in growing wheat,
rye, barley and sunflowers — the migratory flow headed for the rural
regions of southern Brazil, where the immigrants founded the town
of Campina das Missbes in Rio Grande do Sul in 1909 [Zhebit 2009,
pp. 196, 204].
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The beginning of the 1910s was marked by the arrival of thousands
of immigrants from the Russian Empire in Brazil, especially peasants.
Statistics show that 19 525 Russian immigrants had legally entered Rio
Grande do Sul by 1912 [Zhebit 2009, pp. 40, 204].

Second wave (1917—-1923. The second wave of Russian immigration
to Brazil, which began with the 1917 Revolutions and intensified with
the Russian Civil War (1917—1923), had a markedly political connota-
tion, since a significant proportion of the immigrants were representa-
tives of various social and professional groups who were unhappy with
Bolshevism or refugees who had been displaced as a result of the con-
flicts in Russia [Zhebit 2009, pp. 197, 204—-205].

As a considerable part of this contingent had a high level of pro-
fessional training, second-wave immigration was mainly destined for
large urban centers, where immigrants obtained jobs in liberal profes-
sions, such as engineers, scientists and teachers [Zhebit 2009, pp. 197,
204-205].

The revolutions in Russia (1917)

The dramatic events of 1917 (the overthrow of the tsarist regime
and the two Russian Revolutions) would eventually culminate in the
severing of diplomatic relations between Brazil and Bolshevik Russia.

Recognition of the Provisional Government. On April 9, 1917, Bra-
zil recognized the Provisional Government of Alexander Kerensky,
formed after the deposition of Tsar Nicholas II. On that day, Brazilian
Chancellor Lauro Miiller sent a telegram addressed to the President of
the Provisional Government of Russia in the following terms:

I am very pleased to recognize the provisional government of Russia,
assuring Your Excellency that I will do my utmost to help maintain the
most cordial relations of friendship with that government and the Russian
people [Bandeira 2004, pp. 427—-428].

Although the Brazilian government received assurances that the
new Russian government had popular support [Barreto Filho 2001,
pp. 44], the Annual Report of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs for 1916—
1917 showed that prior recognition by the major powers was the real
motivation for the Brazilian government to recognize the Kerensky
regime:
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Recently, a popular revolution took place in Russia, resulting in the
abdication of the Tzar and the fall of the Romanoff dynasty.

The supreme power of the nation was in fact in the hands of the Na-
tional Assembly or Duma, which organized a provisional government.

Since this de facto government was immediately recognized by the En-
tente powers — Great Britain, France and Italy — and soon after by Japan,
the United States of America and China, the Brazilian government had no
hesitation in recognizing it as well — which happened on April 9th.

The Russian nation will be consulted and will have the opportunity to
pronounce itself on the definitive form of government that will direct its
destinies (emphasis added)*.

The non-recognition of the Bolshevik regime. The news of the Bolshe-
viks’ rise to power in November 1917, replacing Kerensky’s Provisional
Government, went largely unnoticed by official circles in Brazil. Moniz
Bandeira [Bandeira 2004, pp. 425] attributes this to communication
difficulties, since the telegraphs in Petrograd were occupied by the Red
Guards, and to the supposed lack of sensitivity of the Brazilian authori-
ties to the true significance of the event.

Brazil’s non-recognition was justified at the time by the instability
and uncertainty that followed the Bolshevik seizure of power:

The situation in Russia is very difficult. Its Provisional Government,
which had been recognized by the Great Allied Powers, Brazil and other
countries, was overthrown by a popular movement. The new government
that succeeded it has been going through a very difficult period, with the
internal order profoundly altered and successive movements to divide the
national territory.

The latest events of the war, which took place on the Russian-German
border, have made this situation even more serious.

Russia, of course, is going through a very serious national and interna-
tional crisis, the consequences of which, for the time being, cannot be foreseen.
For this very reason, the Allied governments have refused to recognize the
acts and facts arising from the current situation of the great Slavic nation®.

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Although the Brazilian claim that political instability made it im-
possible to recognize the new Russian government was valid for the
period immediately after the October Revolution, the persistence of
non-recognition in the following years can only be justified by the op-
position of segments of Brazilian society to maintaining relations with a
socialist and revolutionary state like Soviet Russia and, later, the Soviet
Union®.

The Bolshevik government then sent a telegram to Russian diplo-
matic representations abroad, ordering the dismissal of all diplomats
who refused to implement the new regime’s foreign policy. As a result
of this directive, Alexander Scherbatsky, Russia’s Envoy Extraordinary
and Minister Plenipotentiary in Brazil, was dismissed [Zhebit 2009,
pp. 44—45].

Representation of Brazilian interests in Russia by Norway. In 1918,
Gustavo Vianna Kelsch, Brazil’s Chargé d’Affaires in Russia, sent an en-
crypted telegram suggesting the possibility of leaving the country and
handing over the defense of Brazilian interests to Norway’s diplomatic
representation in Petrograd:

Isolated land maximalist lines [ Bolsheviks] and no land maritime com-
munications June point Most allied representatives already absent others
leave point If impossible next return count on going Odessa point I also fol-
low England to receive orders point Our interests post Norway [Bandeira
2004, pp. 431].

As a result of Vianna Kelsch’s departure from the city of Petrograd
in 1918 — justified by Itamaraty on the grounds of the “recent invasion
of German forces in that country” — Brazilian interests in Russia began
to be defended by the Legation of the Kingdom of Norway located in
the Russian capital®.

Closure of the Russian Legation in Rio de_Janeiro (1920). The Rus-
sian Legation in Rio de Janeiro, commanded by elements linked to the
Provisional Government that had been deposed by the Bolsheviks,
depended financially on the Brazilian government’s national defense

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credits, with President Nilo Pecanha agreeing to grant two loans to the
Russian representation in 1918 and 1919, for a total of 45 mun <peiic>
[Bandeira 2004, pp. 427].

Due to the unfeasibility of its operation, the Legation was closed
in December 1920. As a result, the Russian Chargé d’Affaires in Brazil,
Georgi Brandt, handed over eleven volumes of the Russian Legation’s
archives to Itamaraty [ Bandeira 2004, p. 433].

Diplomatic relations between Brazil and the Soviet Union were
only established almost thirty years later, in April 1945, in the context
of the two countries’ joint participation in the Allied camp in World
War 11,

Conclusion

An analysis of the documents and bibliography relating to relations
between the First Brazilian Republic and the Russian Empire (1889—
1917) shows that bilateral contacts covered a surprising variety of top-
ics, unusual for two geographically distant states that suffered from the
communication difficulties that characterized diplomacy at the end of
the 19 century and the beginning of the 20t century.

Contrary to the characterization made by Flavio Castro [Castro
1993, pp. 111-112], Brazilian-Russian relations in the period between
1892 and 1917 were characterized as “hibernal”, due to the supposed
lack of any relevant facts in bilateral interactions, the primary sources
show that there were official gestures by the two governments on a
series of important issues, such as the expansion of trade, the establish-
ment of a direct maritime route between the two countries, bilateral
political consultation (through the signing of the Arbitration Conven-
tion of 1910) and assistance to Russian immigrants in Brazil.

The ideological factor — in other words, the opposition between
the republican and monarchist conceptions of government — did not
represent a significant restriction on the course of Brazilian-Russian
relations in the period. Within the dichotomy between ideology and
pragmatism in the formulation of a country’s foreign policy, the docu-
mentation shows that ideological considerations only had an influence
on the Russian delay in recognizing the Brazilian republican govern-
ment, while pragmatism prevailed in situations such as bilateral politi-

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cal convergence at the Second Hague Peace Conference — examples of
which include Russian support for the Brazilian thesis of the sovereign
equality of states and Brazilian support for the Russian position on the
stationing in neutral waters of ships from countries participating in the
war — and attempts to establish a direct shipping line between the two
countries.

The pragmatism of the bilateral relationship also manifested itself
in the Russian conception of Brazil as St. Petersburg’s “gateway” to
Latin America, which is evidenced by the fact that the Russian Lega-
tion in Rio de Janeiro cumulatively took over Russia’s diplomatic rela-
tions with other Southern Cone countries, such as Argentina, Uruguay,
Paraguay and Chile, during the late 19" and early 20™ centuries.

Other factors, besides ideology, influenced relations between
the young Brazilian Republic and the Russian Empire. The fact,
highlighted by Komissarov”, that the two countries were linked to
different regional political and economic logics — Brazil, politically
linked to the inter-American system and economically dependent
on the United Kingdom and the United States; Russia, linked to the
European system inherited from the Congress of Vienna (1815) — rep-
resented a restriction on deepening bilateral economic relations, as
demonstrated by the failure of attempts to eliminate intermediaries in
bilateral trade and to establish a direct shipping line between Rio de
Janeiro and Odessa.

Political interaction between Russia and Germany in China

during the suppression of the Yihetuan uprising
of 1900—-1901

Abstract. The article examines the Russian—German relations at the time
of active hostilities (from June to October 1900) during the Yihetuan upris-
ing of 1900—1901. The nature of the interaction between Russia and Germany
in the Far East is analyzed, the current problems of the bilateral dialogue are
highlighted, and the unresolved contradictions between the states are traced,
which have led to a political uncertainty in the bilateral relations. The source
base for the study consists of the documents from the State Archives of the
Russian Federation (GA RF), the Russian State Archives of the Navy (RGA
Navy) and the Archives of Foreign Policy of the Russian Empire (AFPRI).

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“We have always believed that our people
are capable of great achievements”:
the Pan-Germans’ war plans in 1914—1918

Abstract. The basic understanding of the Pan-German League in histori-
cal literature is, as a rule, inextricably linked with the popular belief in the
incitement of a military sentiment within the German society on the eve and
during the First World War, as well as in the fact that Pan-Germans paved
the way for the rooting of National Socialism during the Weimar Republic.
If we limit ourselves to only studying the mass literature published by the
Pan-German League in large editions, then, undoubtedly, this idea is true.
The Pan-Germans really offered the Germans their vision of Germany’s mili-
tary goals, persistently seeking their approval by the society and the ruling
elite. However, outside the scope of the general research, there often remains
an understanding of the reasons, motives and the conditions in which the
Pan-German League carried out its agitation and propaganda work. The
memoirs of its chairman, published in 1932 and 2022, significantly expand
the knowledge of what was outside the Pan-German movement: the struggle
for the resignation of the Chancellor, the establishment of a dictatorship, the
widespread use of all types of weapons, German colonization. The purpose of
the article is to show, on the basis of the previously unpublished memoirs of
H. ClaB, how the Pan-German League’s military objectives were prepared,
how those objectives were justified; the paper also aims at revealing the in-
ternal contradictions and intentions that went beyond the scope of military
plans. The conclusion is about the failed attempts of the Pan-Germans to
establish a temporary dictatorship, pushing aside the civil administration, as
well as about the failure of the project of military goals. However, despite
the failures, the Pan-German agitation achieved its goal, causing a crisis of
public confidence in the Chancellor’s personally, and their attempts to spread
thoughts about dictatorship in society, inspired by H. ClaB, allowed the fu-
ture myth of the Fuhrer to crystallize.

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China-India relations in the representations
of contemporary PRC researchers

Abstract. Since the establishment of the diplomatic relations, the interac-
tion between the PRC and India has developed unevenly: the periods of ac-
tive cooperation were followed by confrontation, and a gradual normalization.
Since the last change of the political leadership in China (in 2012 Xi Jinping
came to power) and in India (in 2014 the N. Modi administration took office),
anew path of their relations has begun from the so-called “peaceful coexistence
to armed coexistence”. The previous hopes for effective political interaction
(even while maintaining a high level of economic cooperation) are met with a
fundamentally different understanding of each other by the two countries. The
renewed border conflict between the two states has demonstrated that. And if
the Indian political circles securitize the Chinese problem, the PRC’s position
is mainly based on the perception of its neighbor through the prism of the rela-
tions between Delhi and Washington, as well as through the intensity of the
anti-Chinese discourse of the Indian elites. In that situation, the asymmetrical
nature of the relations between the two sides is considered by researchers
within the frame of a status theory.

At the same time, considering the conflict potential, Chinese experts con-
tinue to seek the ways of interaction with India, focusing on their historical
background and common destiny, the similar problems and views on the global
economic and political systems.

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The influence of US policy on the formation
of a common approach between Iran and Russia
to resolve the Syrian crisis
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Abstract. After the dissolution of the Soviet Union, the US has always
played the most important and influential role in the Iran-Russia relations.
From the second half of the 1990s, one of the US foreign policy priorities
has constantly been on the separation and divergence in the Iran-Russia
relations, for which the US spared no efforts. Since the synergy of powers
between the two countries and their anti-unipolar policies have always been
a serious threat to the US hegemony at a global level, by the beginning of
the Syria crisis in late 2010, following the Arab Spring, the US interests and
goals were directly at odds with Iran’s and Russia’s political and security
interests. The goals of Washington in the Syria crisis included: the decline
of the Syrian government, the overthrow of Bashar al-Assad, and an effort
to establish a pro-Western government to eliminate the sole ally of Russia
after the dissolution of the Soviet Union, and also to prevent Iran’s regional
penetration, particularly its proxy groups like Hezbollah. For achieving these
goals, Washington has profited from its allied countries in the region, such
as Saudi Arabia, Qatar, and Turkey, as a front line. The US strategy in Syria
not only exacerbated the crisis but also provided a situation in which Iran
and Russia achieved their highest level of military and security cooperation
in the past three decades. And it was precisely the same incident that the US
considered a serious threat to its national interests and policies. Although
Iran and Russia have pursued specific and sometimes contradictory interests,
in the end, focusing on common goals and threats — arising from the Syrian
crisis — they were able to cooperate effectively and take a new step in building
a strategic unity.

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Introduction

During the last three decades, Iran and Russia have had vicissitudi-
nous relations in which the US played a major role in their convergence
or divergence. What is evident is Washington’s attempts at building
tension and diverging Iran-Russia relations. The first footprints of such
attempts can be seen at the Gore—Chernomyrdin commission in 1995.
This diplomacy, which resulted in a four-billion-dollar economic loss
to Russia and the isolation of Iran, led to a kind of distrust in their fu-
ture relations. Washington has followed this diplomacy with its other
Middle East allies such as Saudi Arabia and Israel.

However, with the onset of the Arab Spring and the spread of pro-
tests to Syria as the remaining ally for Russia from the era of the Soviet
Union and the sole strategic ally for the Islamic Republic of Iran, a
new path began in Iran—Russia relations. With the direct and indirect
entry of regional and trans-regional forces and the formation and pro-
gression of terrorist groups such as ISIS” and Jabhat an-Nusra™, Iran
and Russia’s national and security interests were in danger. Contrary
to Washington’s expectations and forecasts, with the military entry
of Russia into the Syria crisis in September 2015 and the beginning of
military and political cooperation between Moscow and Tehran, these
two countries formed a single front to confront shared threats.

Taking a look at the US role in Iran-Russia relations

After the dissolution of the Soviet Union, the US has always played
the most important and influential role in Iran-Russia relations. Even
relations between countries like Saudi Arabia, Turkey, and Europe with
Iran and Russia have been affected by the United States.

Policies of the Russian Federation in the initial years after the dis-
solution of the Soviet Union — in Yeltsin’s government — were aimed

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at normalizing relations with the West and depreciating the East in
the dominant Euro-Atlantic discourse that in turn was regarded as
the most favorable alternative for Washington officials. In particular,
these policies aimed at diverging from the Islamic Republic of Iran in
the Middle East — as an independent country — which was even promo-
ting anti-Western policies in the region. In essence, Washington, in
addition to isolating Iran, could also begin its separatist policies over
Iran-Russia relations by exerting influence over Kremlin officials,
something which has been on the US agenda since the second half of
the 90s [Roy 2004 ]. The first fruits of US efforts are observable in the
Gore—Chernomyrdin commission, signed between the US and Russia
in Washington in 1995'. According to the commission, Russia was com-
mitted to putting an end to its prior military contracts with Iran until
1999 without entering into any new arms deals with it. However, the
rise of Vladimir Putin to power, on the one hand, and the focus of domi-
nant Russian elites and officials on Eurasianism, on the other hand, led
to the formation of multilateral policies and freedom from commitment
to the West. In reality, Kremlin officials concluded that for ending the
unipolar order shaped by the United States of America, it was necessary
to put the Look to the East policy on their agenda to reduce US power.
As a result of changing such perspective, Russia has to strive to follow
good relations and new cooperation with independent actors who do
not have strategic convergence with the West. Thus, the relationship
with the Islamic Republic of Iran, which has an independent policy
from the West and is the leading opposer of US policies, particularly
in the Middle East, has doubled in importance. By pursuing the new
policy, Washington felt threatened by the close relationships between
the two countries and put some measures on the table. Washington ef-
forts to create a divergence in Tehran—Moscow relations included: The
Gore—Chernomyrdin commission in 1995, to prevent the delivery of
the Russian research reactor to Iran in 1998, to emphasize the danger of
Shiite thinking, especially its spread to the North Caucasus and Post-
Soviet states, to put Russia under duress in canceling the delivery of
the S-300 missile defense system, to encourage Russia to vote against
Iran in the United Nations Security Council Resolution in 1929, and to
fine Russia if it tries to have close relationships with Iran, for instance
sanctioning Russian companies connected with Iran, like the sanction
of ROSOBORONEXPORT company (the Russian state company in

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exports and defense-related products) in 2006 [Shad 2019]. But after
more cooperation and close relationships between Iran and Russia since
2015, the pursuit of earlier plans intensified, resulting in new measures
to escalate tension in their relations. Following is a brief discussion of a
few of these new measures:

— to encourage the Israel and Arab states of the Persian Gulf,
especially Saudi Arabia, to increase their trades with the Russian
Federation and convince Kremlin officials to overthrow Bashar
al-Assad and not comply with Iran;

— Donald Trump promised to lift Russian sanctions if the Kremlin
prevents Iran from penetrating the region;

— imposing joint sanctions against Iran and Russia;

— to emphasize the threat of an independent and powerful Iran for
Russia, especially Iran’s potential replacement for exporting gas
to Europe instead of Russia;

— focusing on the occidental front in Iran and Russia, who believe
in the trustworthiness of the United States and its extensive
capacity to enhance the internal situation of both countries;

— making use of Media potentials, especially Hollywood, for
showing a dangerous, unreliable, and unpredictable figure from
Russian officials;

— to provoke the feelings of Iranian and Russian people against
each other by stressing historical records, especially the Treaties
of Gulistan and Turkmenchay, also utilizing independent and
dependent media and news agencies;

— using the capacities of the countries that comply with the United
States of America to pose barriers to the expansion of relations
between Iran and Russia, especially when it comes to nuclear,
military, and technical cooperation.

Furthermore, the United States House of Representatives, via
the National Defense Authorization Act for Year 2017, devoted a
budget for monitoring the level and type of cooperation between Iran
and Russia. Accordingly, the United States secretary of defense and
secretary of state had to deliver a report jointly about Iran-Russia
cooperation to Congress. Briefly, topics included in the report are: the
level of interaction between two countries concerning the Iran Ballistic
Missile Program; to survey the Information Exchange Center that was

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established in Baghdad by Iran, Russia, Syria, and Iraq; to analyze
maritime cooperation between Iran and Russia, and the conduct of joint
naval maneuvers between these two countries, especially its effect on
the expansion of Russian naval forces in the East of the Mediterranean
Sea and Iran naval forces in the Persian Gulf; to observe the cooperation
between two countries since the onset of the Syrian crisis; to examine
the level of collaboration between Russia and Hezbollah?®.

The Syria crisis and the US strategy

By looking at the history of relationships between Syria and the
United States of America, it becomes evident that Syria has been of
great importance for the US from the beginning to meet Israel’s security,
and then for approaching the Eastern bloc and signing various military
as well as economic contracts. After the September 11 attacks, Syria
was on the top of the list of countries introduced as dangerous enemies
of the United States. More specifically, the US asked Syria to close the
agencies of Hamas and the Islamic Jihad Movement in Palestine, which
in the US and its allies’ perspective, were considered terrorist organiza-
tions. However, when Syria refused to undertake such an action, and
especially after the occupation of Iraq when Syria allowed thousands
of resistance volunteers to enter into Iraq from its border, as well as
when almost one million Iraqis sought asylum in Syria, the relationship
between the two countries deteriorated [ Ahmadi, 2010]. Therefore, the
US sanctions against Syria started, and its economic problems aggra-
vated than ever before.

With the onset of the Arab Spring from the Southwest of Asia
and North Africa in 2010, the course of changes in the Middle East
intensified. Due to several factors, including strategic position, eco-
nomic problems, ethnic and tribal cleavages, the growth of Islamic
extremism, and foreign intervention, Syria was one of the countries
deeply involved in the crisis [Mirkushesh, Nokande, Kalai 2018].
But among all the countries involved in the crisis, Syria was the only
country where immediately after the inception of mass protests in Da-
raa, it delved into parallel armed conflicts simultaneously. Protesters
quickly became armed with all kinds of weapons, and terrorist groups
transferred speedily to Syria. For a short while, armed conflicts ex-
tended to various Syrian cities. Such circumstances did not happen in

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any other countries involved in the crisis of the Arab Spring. From the
beginning of the Syria crisis, the US policy was that its allied regional
countries — especially Saudi Arabia, Turkey, and Qatar — proceed
with the overthrow of Bashar al-Assad. Also the US logistic, armed
and instructional help was vested in these countries and the Syrian
regime opponents [ Deheshyar 2015].

At a global level, the goal of the West in toppling the Assad admin-
istration was to develop its hegemony against the remaining Eastern
bloc. And at a regional level, the goal was to encounter the increasing
geopolitics of Iran and the resistance front [Ashrafi, Babazade 2015].
Indeed, the United States of America was well aware of Syria’s geopo-
litical and geostrategic position for both Iran and Russia.

Concerning Russia: Syria is the only associate remained for Russia
since the dissolution of the Soviet Union in the Middle East that has
had extensive political and diplomatic relationships with the country.
The Soviet Union had its first arms deal with Syria in 1954 that the pro-
cess of selling weapons still continues up to the present time. And Syria
is considered as one of the main markets for Russian arms. From 2007
to 2012, Russia supplied 78% of Syria’s weaponry [ Ghasemiayn, Simbor
2018]. Since 1971, Tartus port was shared by Russian forces, leading to
Russia’s access to the Mediterranean Sea and its increasing penetration
in the Middle East. Generally, Syria and Russia's relationships from the
dissolution of the Soviet Union till now have been of vital importance
in three essential axes: arms industry, trade relations, and Tartus port.

But concerning Iran, Syria stands at the crossroads of Europe, Asia,
and Africa. Iran and Iraq’s reliance on Syria for oil and gas transmission
to Europe has paramount economic importance for Iran. Iran has spent
at least $3000 on building gas pipelines to Syria [Esmailpur 2017].
Moreover, Syria is the only Arab country with independent relations;
and it is Iran’s strategic ally in the region that has always collaborated
with the Islamic Republic of Iran and its related forces to support Pal-
estinians. Syria is considered a safe route for transporting equipment
of these forces. However, conversely, Syria is regarded as a dangerous
and threatening path for the US regional ally, i. e., Israel. In the US
view, political instability in Syria means more siege of Iran and Hamas,
and therefore more security for Israel. On the other hand, it means pre-
venting the reinforcement of the Axis of Resistance, which has severely
threatened Saudi Arabia, the most important ally of the United States
in the region.

In addition, some believe that the most significant economic and po-
litical rival of the US in the East is the Shanghai Pact, which considers
Iran and Russia as its eastern gates, and attempts to reduce the amount
of Western political and economic interventions in Asia. Therefore,
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the decline of Syria and consequently Iran is the main priority of the
United States [ Amini, Aghaalikhani, Ebrahimi 2013]. Given the course
of incidents and the activation of terrorists throughout Syria, Iranian
and Russian officials were concerned about protests led by regional
and trans-regional forces. Because Syria’s civil war was not between
people, ethnicities, Shias, and Sunnis, but it was between foreign ter-
rorists, along with some separated forces from the Syrian Army backed
as Bashar al-Assad opponents by the US and its regional allies such as
Turkey, Qatar, and Saudi Arabia [Abdollahian 2020]. In this regard,
rebel groups generally considered Russia alongside Iran as the principal
supporters of the Assad regime. In their view, Iran and Russia were
the leading agents for the effective agreement because Bashar Assad’s
government takes their word. Therefore, it was not possible to achieve
a deal without their intermediary. In Russia’s military intervention in
September 2015, the Syrian opposition regarded Russia as the most in-
fluential political supporter of Bashar al-Assad that vetoes United Na-
tions Security Council resolutions concerning Assad’s condemnation or
fault [ Tabrizi, Pantucci 2016].

Thus, with the knowledge that Syrian protests are being led
by these countries, the Islamic Republic of Iran stood by the Syrian
government right from the start. Iran announced its diplomatic and
political support for the country that gradually obtained financial and
military backing after. It is interesting to note that the indirect entry of
the United States into the Syria crisis with the goal of Assad’s down-
fall, on the one hand, led to the extension of conflicts, the weakening
of Syrian military forces, the destruction of Syrian infrastructures, and
industries. On the other hand, in the post-war era, the Syrian nation
has to spend decades rebuilding Syria again. Thus, this means a weak
Syria and also the elimination of threats against Israel [Sajedi 2013].
But the other important goal of the US in elongating the crisis was to
incur financial, military, and human losses for Iran and its related forces.
Because by elongating the Syrian crisis, Iran has no choice but to sup-
ply its armed forces financially, in addition to wrestling with undesir-
able internal economic problems. Additionally, it has to encounter the
threat of terrorist groups approaching its borders. And all these cases
were scheduled with the goal of reducing Iran’s regional penetration.

With Russia’s military entry in September 2015 that was unex-
pected for the West and even for countries like Saudi Arabia and Tur-
key, the situation changed dramatically. Earlier, Russia relied solely on
providing political and diplomatic support for the Syrian government
and vetoed every United Nations Security Council resolution against
the Syrian government. But since 2015, military and operational coop-
eration have started between Iran, Russia, and Syria’s state army. As a
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result, the retake of Aleppo in favor of Syria and the repetitive defeats
of terrorist groups like ISIS" are worthy of mention. Russia’s military
entry into the Syria crisis to help the Bashar Assad government, fight-
ing with terrorist groups, and confronting the West led to Iran and
Russia’s alliance within a single front for the first time, aggravating US
concerns about Iran—Russia close relationships. From the viewpoint
of US officials, Iran and Russia's strategic closeness in the Syria crisis
was unprecedented in their 500-year relationship. Notably, Iran and
Russia’s cooperation in Syria reached the point that a foreign country
used Iranian air force bases to raid another country. Several Russian
bombers took off from Hamadan Noje airbase to attack ISIS’ positions®.
The Syrian crisis has changed the historical course for the region’s fu-
ture generations. Because of the Syrian crisis, millions of Syrian people
were killed, wounded, or displaced. Regional sectarianism aggravated,
and the danger of war between Iran and Israel increased. It led to the
worst refugee crisis since world war IT and created a new and horrible
wave of brutal radicals whose influence will transgress the region’. And
all of these will adversely affect US interests. The US did not succeed
in either calming the Syrian crisis or directing it in a way that was in
line with US interests. But with the weakening of opposing forces, the
enhancement of terrorists and extremists related to Al-Qaeda™, the Sy-
rian crisis led to the revival of terrorist fundamentalism. In other words,
the recovery of a global movement that the United States of America —
after years of fighting and spending high costs-had strived to uproot or
control after the September 11 attacks [Kushki, Karimi 2014].

Conclusion

The close relationship between Iran and Russia is a dangerous
strategic threat for the US in the mid and long term. Thus, monitoring
the cooperation between the two countries in various fields has been
the main priority of American foreign policy in the past years. As a re-
sult, the US spared no efforts to build divergence and take advantage
of conflicts between Iran and Russia. But with the onset of the Syria

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crisis, a new path started in Iran and Russia relations. US goals and
foreign policy in the Syria crisis, based upon the overthrow of Bashar
al-Assad and the expansion of terrorist and extremist groups, caused
common threats for Iran and Russia arising from these goals. There-
fore, Iran and Russia stood together for the first time in the Middle
East to have close military and intelligence cooperation against the
West and its regional allies. In essence, it can be stated that-despite
its recent attempts to prevent close relations between Russia and
Iran — the US strategy in the Syria crisis provided a situation that
these two countries could experience a new level of military coopera-
tion. This cooperation, in turn, led to the revival of Russia’s power in
the Middle East and Iran’s increasing penetration in the region. In
the Libya crisis, Washington convinced Moscow not to veto Resolu-
tion 1973. Therefore, Russia lost its old ally. With the onset of the
Syria crisis, Washington strived not to involve Russia directly in the
conflict. However, by military entrance into the Syria crisis and the
bombardment of ISIS" positions, Russia announced its official entry.
And hence, Iran and Russia stood united on a single front.

But it has to be noted that the structure of the international sys-
tem does not always allow states to have friendships and permanent
strategic cooperation. Because in an anarchic system, states constantly
follow their interests and are willing to increase their power. Thus, the
cooperation will continue until power and national interests warrant
so. Indeed, Iran and Russia approached together tactically and tempo-
rarily because of common threats arising from this crisis to encounter
with the West. But for building a real strategic relationship between
two countries, with the minimum impressibility from the West, the
Islamic Republic of Iran and the Russian Federation must strive to cre-
ate a roadmap based upon their shared interests in Western Asia, the
Caucasus, and Central Asia. And in addition to military and operational
cooperation, they need to take significant steps to improve economic,
commercial, and culture collaboration.

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India in Pakistan’s military propaganda:
formation of the enemy image

Abstract. The relations between Pakistan and India have always been
hostile. The disagreements between them had a significant impact on the
formation of the images of these countries. Pakistani leaders’ perception of
India is an example of the enemy image concept. The constant attribution to
India of hostile intentions towards Pakistan is the evidence of it. In addition,
the religious factor that was basic for the creation of Pakistan, contributed to
the division of Muslims and Hindus into “friends” and “foes” and, as a result,
added to the opposition between Pakistanis and Indians in the main. The
generals who had ruled Pakistan directly for almost 30 years contributed to
the creation of the enemy image of India. General Muhammad Ayub Khan
was the first to start using the idea of an “aggressive neighbor” in order to
unite the Pakistanis. The journals of the Pakistan army, as well as the po-
litical autobiographies of the military leaders, indicate that the development
of the enemy image of the neighboring state was gradual: the generations
of Pakistani officers perceived India differently. However, the tendency to
demonize India can be seen as growing within every generation. The image
of the neighboring country has a direct impact on the policy of Pakistan to-
wards that country.

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China’s place in British foreign policy
in the context of the geopolitical construct
of the Indo-Pacific

Abstract. The paper presents a study of the UK’s vision of China’s place
in the Indo-Pacific in the context of the Indo-Pacific tilt of London’s foreign
policy. The analysis of the key documents for British foreign policy was carried
out: a comprehensive review of the security, defense, development and foreign
policy issues in the editions of 2021 and 2023, which made it possible to trace
the dynamics of London’s approach to Beijing and identify the key threats
declared by the British side in relation to the PRC. It was determined that
China’s antagonistic image worsened after February 2022 due to the beginning
of hostilities on the territory of Ukraine. At the same time, before the start
of COVID-19, the parties actively cooperated in the research field, where the
Chinese institutions occupied a dominant position.

It is noted that the actions of the government of R. Sunak in relation to
Beijing cause discussions in the government structures. Despite building a
negative image of Beijing and the CPC, London recognizes the impossibility of
abandoning trade and economic ties with mainland China. There is a tendency
for a shortage of specialists in the field of Sinology in Britain, which, according
to the author, makes a negative contribution to the lack of consistency and
integrity in the approach to the PRC.

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Brazil and its role
in shaping the 21st century world order

Abstract. In this article, the author tries to determine Brazil’s place and role
in global politics and define which order model is acceptable for the current stage
in the development of international relations. He studies the issue of Brazil’s
willingness to take a place among the leading world powers and the country’s
capability to become a leading regional integration center in Latin America.
The author traces the evolution of the views of the Brazilian government on the
country’s place in the emerging world order since the bipolar system collapse,
and also ascertains the evaluation of Brazil’s current foreign policy agenda on
the part of Latin American experts. Finally, the author addresses the issues of
particular relevance in recent months — the further functioning of the BRICS
track following the Johannesburg summit, where the parties’ leaders developed
the criteria for candidates’ entry and defined the first new members to join the
BRICS club starting with 2024. The author concludes that though Brazil is
currently not yet ready to become a new great power, it still seeks to develop
into a key player within the new international relations system, positioning
itself not only as a regional center, but also as a fully-fledged actor.

The ‘Russian displacement’ of the First World War
in the reminiscences of an eyewitness

Abstract. The events of the First World War affected millions of the civil-
ians in the Western territories of the Russian Empire, who, unlike the residents
of the interior of the country, had to leave their native lands, as it turned out,
for many years to come, fleeing from the offensive of the enemy army. The
whole drama of the mass exodus of the civilians unfolded in the summer and
autumn of 1915 at the stage of a long and tedious horse-drawn movement of
the refugees to railway stations. Reliability and completeness of coverage of
the evacuation in 1915 of the multimillion cohorts of the refugees is impossible
without using the memoirs of the refugees themselves, as well as of the events’
eyewitnesses directly involved in the evacuation and assistance to the refugees.
The article examines the reminiscences of a native of the Grodno province,
T.M. Trakhimyuk, who was born in 1899. In his memoirs, he describes in great
detail the entire process of the evacuation to the remote regions of the Empire;
he also depicts all other stages of his family’s 7-year displacement: the everyday
life routine in a temporary accommodation in the Saratov province, the Bol-
sheviks’ rise to power and the bloody Civil War in which he took part on the
side of the Reds, demobilization and return to his native village, his homeland,
in August 1922. The special attention of the author of the article was drawn to
that part of the memoirs, which contributed to the disclosure of the reason why
T.M. Trakhimyuk had participated in the Civil War on the side of the Reds
under the slogan “Death — to the bourgeoisie, all power — to the Soviets”. Be-
cause, the refugees, judging by their own reminiscences, tried in general and en
masse to avoid participation in the Civil War, to say nothing of the voluntary
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participation. T.M. Trakhimyuk’s return to his homeland after demobilization
is indicative in the sense that the land owned by a peasant has always been a
supreme value.

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The issue of migration of the civilian population
in the work of the Mixed Commission on Repatriation
in 1921-1924

Abstract. The article examines the activities of the Mixed Commission for
Repatriation in 1921-1924, highlights the main problems in its functioning. The
work of the commission was in close connection with the existing state of the
Soviet-Polish relations. The tension in establishing diplomatic ties between the
parties greatly influenced the general course of repatriation. Attention is drawn
to the fact that from the very beginning of the work of the Mixed Repatriation
Commission, the reluctance of the Polish side to resolve controversial issues was
revealed. Disagreements began when the parties started discussing the issue of
personal exchange, which, in accordance with the additional protocol to the
agreement of February 24, 1921, was to be carried out in the first place. The ar-
ticle shows the process of cooperation of the Mixed Commission for Repatriation
with the bodies involved in improving the economic and sanitary conditions of
the repatriates — with the branches of the Red Cross Society, the Central Direc-
torate for the Evacuation of the Population (Tsentrevak) of the RSFSR.

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The drama of pastoral ministry in the early USSR.
Experience of microhistory

Abstract. The article, based on the “evidential paradigm” of K. Ginzburg,
reconstructs the case of persecution of the Protestant pastor of proletarian
origin, R.G. Raudmund, from the Leningrad region. The subject of the research
is an individual case, which is considered on basis of the “traces and evidence”
discovered by the author while working with the archival fund of the lawyer of
German origin, M.K. Stackelberg, in OR RNL. The article deals with the court
procedure stages of “the case of Pastor R.G. Raudmund”, reveals the peculiari-
ties of his life and the main claims of the Soviet government against him. The
paper focuses on the moral foundations of pastoral ministry as a phenomenon
and shows the dramatic outcome of the pastoral work. This case has become
recurrent in the late 20s — mid 30s of the 20" century in the conditions of the
mass religious persecution in the USSR. These facts make it possible to con-
tradict K. Ginzburg and recognize the value and potential of microhistory not
only from the point of view of something “individual and unique”, but also due
to much-recurring repetition, regularity and multiplicity. However, within the
framework of this incident, the individual status in the general flow of religious
persecution in the early USSR did exist: the one who became subjected to the
repressions was the pastor of the most proletarian origin with great sympathy
for the October Revolution of 1917 and the Soviet regime, but who refused to
renounce his ministry, which is an important aspect of the Church life.
